English tenses (времена английского языка): Present Simple (простое настоящее)

Употребляется для обозначения обычных, регулярно повторяющихся, или постоянных действий, например, когда мы говорим о чьих-либо привычках, режиме дня, расписании и т.д., т.е. Present Simple обозначает действия, которые происходят в настоящее время, но они не привязаны к моменту речи. Поэтому с глаголами в Present Simple часто употребляются такие наречия, как always – всегда, often – часто, seldom – редко, usually – обычно, never – никогда, sometimes – иногда, every day – каждый день и т.д.

Вспомогательный глагол DO/DOES

	I, you, we, they + V / DO
	He / she / it + Vs / DOES

Does he study English every day?

He doesn’t study English every day.

 Job Interview  

When thinking of an upcoming interview, people are really scared. They think that their English is not good enough, and they don't know how to behave when being interviewed.

Before going to the interview, try to get information about the company or the job you would like to get into. You will make a better impression when you are familiar with articles about that company. Doing anything well takes some information. If you are well informed your confidence is up. People can tell when you are well prepared. You will be asked questions that you can answer easily, and you will not be nervous. Your best guide is to rely on your own common sense. There are, however, some common rules for the interviews. When greeting the representative of the company, wait until he moves to shake hands. You should also wait until he offers you a seat. The most common questions are, for instance: 

· Why are you interested in joining our company?

· Why do you feel qualified for this job?

· What do you know about the company?

· Do you enjoy working with others? 

· Are you willing to work overtime? 

· Tell me about your experience. 

· Why should I hire you?

· What are your three greatest strengths for this job? 

In discussing your previous job, avoid criticizing former employers or fellow workers. Don't discuss your personal, domestic or financial problems unless you are specifically asked about them.
